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Book Title:  Rebuilding the Tabernacle of David

Part I. The history and significance.
Chapter One: Why David’s Tent?


Since the creation of humanity, our God has always had one primary desire: to dwell among us and intimately fellowship with us. In the beginning before sin crept in, the LORD God habitually met with Adam and Eve in the Garden of “Eden” (eden or ednah) translated “Paradise” in the Septuagint. God had planted this garden for this very purpose. Adam and Eve “heard the voice of the LORD God walking in the garden in the cool of the day” (Gen. 3:8). This “heard” (shama) is more than functioning ear drums catching sound waves. They recognized His voice, because they were intellectually attentive from frequent communication with Him. Even the word “walking” (halak) confirms that they were “continually conversant.”
 That is not all. They walked and talked in the “cool” (Ruwach) or in the “Spirit.” Particularly, in the Spirit of the “Day” referring to the Light God called forth on day one. This was not natural light,
 but an enlightenment for mankind to personally know God (Gen. 1:3-5), His number one priority for us. Adam and Eve experienced intimate fellowship with the LORD God from their first breath (around 4000 B.C.); and such was intended for all mankind! For some time, Adam even worked alongside God, naming the myriad of creatures God had made (Gen. 2:19-20). Unfortunately, Adam’s transgression ended this intimate fellowship for a long season. 

 
The LORD or Jehovah
 God immediately began paving a new way for Him to dwell among mankind promising a Redeeming Savior (Gen. 3:15) Who would come about four thousand years later. Meanwhile, He will make covenant with a believer named Abraham (2091 B.C.) and his descendants giving them multiple opportunities to experience His dwelling once again among them. After Isaac, Jacob and Joseph, Israel remained in Egypt over 400 years and settled into bondage. Now the LORD God will rescue them and attempt again to dwell among His covenant people. He appeared as a flame of fire on “the mountain of God” called Horeb.
 From within a burning bush, He commissioned Moses (Exod. 3:1-2) to escort the children of Israel
 nigh unto Him, that they may come to know Him and fellowship with Him. The LORD God continued residing there in a summit called mount Sinai.
 About 1446 B.C., Moses brought the liberated Israelites to the foot of this mount, but they were still far too distant from Jehovah’s longing heart.  He yearned to be much closer as in the beginning.  

So, the LORD God instructed Moses to construct a natural place for Him to dwell within their camp, a mobile sanctuary called the Tabernacle of the Congregation. In brief summary, the LORD lived among them in full manifest glory! Miracles were common: the river Jordan split open, the walls of Jericho fell flat, hail stones beat Israel’s enemies, and more. But many generations later, God had to depart again due to sin, like His exist from the garden. But He will not give up. Next, He chose an exceptionally simple tent called the Tabernacle of David, on mount Zion. It was simple but wonderful! His continual Presence protected and blessed the entire nation! Intimate fellowship was its ministry and it succeeded! One generation later this ministry merged with the Old Covenant (OC)
 ministry within the magnificent Temple of Solomon on mount Moriah (about 953 B.C.). The LORD’s radiant glory dwelt there and the nation prospered even more. Yet after many generations, He had to leave the Temple, again due to sin. This was sometime before 586 B.C. when Solomon’s Temple was destroyed. Why should God continue to pursue us? We sin again and again. Yet, His love for us far-surpasses our faults. He will not quit.

Centuries later, the LORD chose His most glorious residence—the first living Temple, His perfect Son, Jesus, the Messiah
 (John 1:14 AMPC). From age 30-33½, the glory of the LORD’s Presence within Jesus healed the sick, cast out devils, raised the dead, fed multitudes and quieted storms. The LORD also displayed His grace, truth and radiant love of mankind through Jesus (26-30 A.D.). Yet, when Jesus took all our sin upon Himself at the cross, Jehovah had to depart from Him too until proven holy and resurrected on the third day. Now the LORD God resides within the Church. We are His present-day individual, mobile temples (1 Cor. 6:19) created and made that we too might know Him intimately. The world-wide collective Church is His holy Temple (Eph. 2:21), Jew and Gentile. But God also desires to parade His Glorious Presence upon and through us as He did from His many previous dwelling places. How? By the reinstatement of the intimate fellowship which succeeded in expressed glory yet the most modest dwelling place—the Tabernacle of David (TOD).
 The purpose, power, and significance of the TOD has been hidden away for us to discover and accomplish in such a time as this. 

Could God really favor a plain, impermanent tent over the magnificent Temple of Solomon? Yes. And He openly did. Around 760 to 753 B.C.
 while the Temple of Solomon still stood in architectural splendor, the LORD was displeased. He foretold through the prophet Amos
 that He would raise up or rebuild the TOD.  This was His preference.

11 In that day will I raise up the tabernacle of David, that is fallen, and close up the breaches thereof; and I will raise up his ruins, and I will build it as in the days of old: (Amos 9:11)

The meaning of “that day” does not encompass a specific 24-hour day.  It specifies “the heat of the day,” a blazing time for both God and His covenant people.
 We are approaching “that day” now. It should be our day yet much of the Church is overly distracted by this world and its complications and entertainments while unaware of their destined privilege to intimately know God and show forth His glory. What was so special about the TOD compared to the Temple? The Temple was embellished with ornate wood carvings of cherubim, palms, and opening flowers “overlaid with thin plates of gold both (on) ceilings and walls.”
 It was magnificent! Whereas, the TOD was merely a basic and modest tent.
 Why would God favor it? The reason is simple. The TOD was not merely a place for divine Presence; it was and still is a sacred ministry ordained by God by which His children may draw near to Him and experience and share His Glorious Presence. In flesh, we are simple tents. This glorious ministry has been offered to us. It was available to Adam and Eve; fully practiced by Enoch;
 envisioned by Moses; personally-experienced by the shepherd boy, David; and established and cultivated for future generations by David as king. David so pleased God, that he became His favorite natural king of Israel and the ancestral father of the forth-coming Messiah. This divinely inspired ministry was designed not only for a generation of ancient Israel but for all generations thereafter, especially the Church united.

How can we be certain that this is our God-chosen ministry?  Scripture credits it as such. A few decades after Jesus’ ascension into Heaven, the second Temple still stood proudly upon the temple mount in Jerusalem. God no longer dwelt there; it was dead, yet the unbelieving religious leaders arrogantly cherished it. When the Apostle Paul brought news to the early Messianic Church of Jerusalem that the Gentiles were coming to Jesus, James (the head of the Church and half-brother of Jesus) responded by openly accepting Gentile believers to participate in rebuilding of the TOD (Acts 15:16-17). It was the recognized active ministry of the Church. So, what really is the TOD? Why does God want it rebuilt? And how is it to be rebuilt? To answer these questions accurately requires that we examine its emergence from the OC. For what was in the natural realm under the OC is often a shadow or type of the real substance within the NC
 i.e., the spiritual Kingdom of God (Heb. 8:5; Col. 2:17) the Church of Heaven and Earth. We will discover that rebuilding of the TOD is also a ministry vitally connected with God’s end-day Kingdom expansion plan. We are presently living in the days of unbelieving mankind’s final attempt of world-wide dominion illustrated as the “ten toes of iron and clay” by the prophet Daniel. As forceful as are the enemy’s dark powers,
 crushing here and there throughout the world; it will fail. God will smash it; Kingdom of Heaven will fill the whole Earth (Dan. 2:1-45). Our rebuilding the TOD at this hour will assist His Kingdom expansion plans. But let’s start with some preliminary insights.


There are three foundational revelations that must be recognized to fully understand the purpose, power, and significance of the TOD. And we must recognize them from the LORD’s perspective and then assimilate them per His directives. The (I.) first and foremost foundational revelation is that David was a type of the Bride of Christ or the NC Church.  David’s heart intentions and life conduct displayed him as a genuine lover of God. In consequence, David received favor, grace and revelation from the LORD repeatedly. What was special about David?  Several features touched God’s heart. Briefly here are three. One, David was a man after God’s own heart (1 Sam. 16:7). David sought after God and therefore God sought after him transferring the ruler-ship of the nation of Israel from King Saul to this unknown shepherd boy (1 Sam. 15:28; James 4:8-10 AMPC) who quickly became renown as a mighty warrior. David continually honored God’s written word meditating upon it often as his guiding light throughout his personal life and national rule. Whether in a cave hiding from Saul’s sword or seated on the throne of Israel, David openly displayed his affection for God and obediently honored His laws, precepts, statutes and will (Ps. 18:22, 19:7-8, 37:31, 40:8, as in Psalm 119). Though David was not perfect, his heart intent pleased God.

Two, David was a genuine passionate worshipper of God. As a musician, he played the lyre and sang songs of adoration to the LORD alone in the hills of Bethlehem and later in the courts of the palace. As a composer, he passionately wrote 73
 Psalms of thanks and praise to the LORD before and throughout his reign. David was “a patron saint of Jewish hymnology and the organizer of Temple music” and one whose “mouth continually overflow(ed) with heart felt praise of Jehovah.”
 For such cause, he pitched the original tent called the TOD. 

1 O God, thou art my God; early will I seek thee: my soul thirsteth for thee, my flesh longeth for thee in a dry and thirsty land, where no water is; 2 To see thy power and thy glory, so as I have seen thee in the sanctuary (TOD). 3 Because thy lovingkindness is better than life, my lips shall praise thee. 4 Thus will I bless thee while I live: I will lift up my hands in thy name. 5 My soul shall be satisfied as with marrow and fatness; and my mouth shall praise thee with joyful lips: 6 When I remember thee upon my bed, and meditate on thee in the night watches. 7 Because thou hast been my help, therefore in the shadow of thy wings will I rejoice. 8 My soul followeth hard after thee: thy right hand upholdeth me. (Psalm 63:1-8 by David)

This worshipper, David, loved the LORD and His word (Ps. 31:23; 116:1; 119: 97, 113, 119, 127,132, 159, 163, 165-167).
 David yearned dearly to construct a temple structure, a permanent resting place for God, but there was too much blood on his hands. 

As NC believers, Jesus said that we are all greater than David in spirit (Matt. 11:11) but we need to become more like David in the realm of our soul. Once saved, we too are to pursue our Lord with all our heart, with all our soul and with all our might as did David.  David was an ardent worshipper of God throughout his lifetime. Jesus revealed that the Father specifically seeks worshippers to “worship Him in spirit and in truth” (John 4:23-24). It may seem puzzling that God is not seeking Apostles, Prophets, Evangelists, Pastors and Teachers over worshippers. But those are five gifts given to the Church for ministry man to man. God is seeking worshippers who joyfully minister to Him and yearn just to be with Him seeking His Face (His Manifest Presence) over worldly enticements or distractions.

Three, David pursued to know (yada) the LORD meaning “to be acquainted with, aware of, experience and have intimate fellowship with God.
” He was not satisfied with just knowing about Jehovah God. David desired to know Him personally and thoroughly. David was not perfect. He committed adultery, murder and numbered Israel in pride leading to 70,000 deaths. Yet he still received the tender mercies of God because of his passionate pursuit and love for Him (Ps. 89:19-27; 2 Sam. 7:15) and his genuine repentant heart for his sins and errors (Ps. 51:2 Sam. 24:10).
  David could have gone his own way as king but his priority was to stay in close fellowship with this One he so dearly loved, the LORD of Hosts, God Almighty. David’s heart was overall in sync with God.  

We are meant to be like David. Jesus is ever knocking at the door of our hearts to call us out from the worldly distractions to sup with Him (Rev. 3:20). The word “sup” implies “intimate fellowship.” John, the disciple Jesus particularly loved (John 13:23, 21:20), was the closest of the twelve with Jesus. At the final Passover Seder (Last Supper), John reclined his head upon Jesus’s bosom (John 13:23 WEY, John 21:20). This favored disciple openly expressed his great love for Jesus just as Jesus had for His Father (John 1:18). Many years later, this intimate one received “The Revelation of Jesus Christ” with messages to the seven churches of that age (Revelation Chapters 2 and 3). These seven represent the collective Church of every age, especially the last age. Jesus spoke especially well of the faithful church of Philadelphia. He applauded them, promising them that the “key of David” would open doors that none can shut (Rev. 3:7). Keys represent authority.
 There is authority and power within this ministry David established. It opens doors which the enemy cannot shut and shuts doors the enemy wishes to open to harm us. It even opens the doors of Heaven! The effects of this ministry are phenomenally as boundless as God Himself!


The (II.) second foundational revelation is that David was also a type of Christ and the Davidic Covenant, a type of the NC.  The Davidic Covenant is summarized in Psalm 89.

3 I have made a covenant with my chosen, I have sworn unto David my servant, 4 Thy seed will I establish for ever, and build up thy throne to all generations. Selah. (Psalm 89:3-4)

The entire covenant God made with David and his descendants is recorded in 2 Samuel Chapter 7.  Within this covenant, God made three primary promises to David. One, God promised David a “house,” i.e. posterity or seed, descendants forever.  Two, He promised David a “kingdom” realm or domain. Three, God also promised David a “throne” or position of ruler-ship by him and his descendants forever. God has kept all three promises to this day and will continue to keep them eternally all because of David’ passionate love for God. We will inspect these three promises in more detail.

One, the Hebrew word for “house” means “family.” Before David’s reign, King Saul’s son, Jonathan, was never enthroned after his father. After Solomon, Israel was divided. All the kings of the ten Northern tribes of Israel rarely ever passed their reign onto their sons. Most often, each monarch was brutally murdered along with all his male descendants due to their continual adulterous sin of idolatry. But David always had a descendant reigning in Jerusalem. Second Samuel 7:13 (AMPC) shares Jehovah’s reference to Solomon as David’s first ruling offspring. “He” (Solomon) “shall build a house for My Name [and My Presence], and I will establish the throne of his kingdom forever.” And so, it was and is. David’s natural descendants ruled in Jerusalem all the way to the days of the Babylonian captivity. Even when they returned 70 years later the governor, Zerubbabel, was “the legitimate heir to the throne of David” (Ezra 1:8 AMPC). This promise of God was ultimately kept through David’s greatest descendant, Jesus. The angel, Gabriel, made this known to Mary before conception. 

31 And, behold, thou shalt conceive in thy womb, and bring forth a son, and shalt call his name JESUS.
 32 He shall be great, and shall be called the Son of the Highest: and the Lord God shall give unto him the throne of his father David: 33 And he shall reign over the house of Jacob
 for ever; and of his kingdom there shall be no end. (Luke 1:31-33)

David’s descendant, our Lord and King Jesus, will reign for all eternity. And because of our covenant relationship through Jesus, we too shall reign as kings. We are of the spiritual Tribe of Judah to which the scepter was promised (Gen. 49:10). And yet, there are still natural descendants of David alive to this day. God does not lie but faithfully keeps all His covenant promises.


Two, the “kingdom” God promised was initiated with the ancient nation Israel. David’s ruling years over all Israel concluded with a nation in peace, prosperity and widespread honor. Israel was flourishing. But God promised an even greater kingdom, the Kingdom of God (the Church of Heaven and Earth).  Later, David’s descendant, Jesus, repeatedly preached: “Repent; for the kingdom of heaven is at hand” or “it is near.” And it was near—the Kingdom of God was within Him. Jesus carried the Kingdom of Heaven while on Earth releasing it to those who believed and received.  Now the Kingdom of God, which we are to seek foremost (Matt. 6:33), is within us (Luke 17:21) and we are to herald it as fervently as did the 12, the 70, and the 120 through words, service, conduct and ministry.

20 Asked by the Pharisees when the kingdom of God would come, He replied to them by saying, The kingdom of God does not come with signs to be observed or with visible display, 21 Nor will people say, Look! Here [it is]! or, See, [it is] there!  For behold, the kingdom of God is within you [in your hearts] and among you [surrounding you].  (Luke 17:20-21 AMPC)

Though we cannot see wind; we recognize its impact upon the flora around us.  So, it is with God’s Kingdom now on Earth. The expansion of God’s Kingdom unto global saturation will explode by the assistance of this ministry, for it birthed and empowered the original Church in just ten days. We are to carry on and release God’s Kingdom come and His will be done on Earth as it is in His Heavenly realm. This has been mankind’s calling since the beginning. The day mankind was created, we were destined to rule, advancing God’s Kingdom power and filling planet Earth with godly seed (Gen. 1:26-28) until completely full (Dan. 2:44-45) of God’s children. Rebuilding the TOD is a vital key in accomplishing this.


Three, the promised “throne” or ruler-ship is connected to mount Zion, where David reigned. Natural Zion is a hill within natural Jerusalem called the city of David. But spiritual Zion refers to the Church, the corporate body of Christ composed of both Jewish and Gentile believers in Messiah Jesus. The prophet, Isaiah, mentioned both in one verse.

13 . . . he who takes refuge in Me shall possess the land [Judea] and shall inherit My holy mountain [Zion, also the heavenly inheritance and the spiritual Zion]. [Ps. 37:9, 11; 69:35; Isa. 49:8; Matt. 5:5; Heb. 12:22] (Isaiah 57:13 AMPC)

The author of Hebrews chapter twelve connects the OC and Israel to the natural mount upon which it was cut, mount Sinai; and the NC and Church with mount Zion. The description of the OC (Heb. 12:18-21) perfectly corresponds to Moses’ record in Exodus Chapters 19 and 20 when the OC was cut.

18 For ye are not come unto the mount (Sinai)
 that might be touched, and that burned with fire, nor unto blackness, and darkness, and tempest, 19 And the sound of a trumpet, and the voice of words; which voice they that heard intreated that the word should not be spoken to them any more: 20 (For they could not endure that which was commanded, And if so much as a beast touch the mountain, it shall be stoned, or thrust through with a dart: 21 And so terrible was the sight, that Moses said, I exceedingly fear and quake:) (Hebrews 12:18-21)

The OC was cut with animal blood. This covenant was fallible because it was contingent upon Israel’s obedience to God’s voice and covenant conditions. People sin and fail as we know.

A couple thousand years later, in the upper room on the natural mount Zion, Jesus declared the NC during His Last Passover Seder with His disciples. It was cut with His own sinless Blood shortly thereafter. The NC is depicted as the spiritual “mount Sion” connected with the Heavenly or spiritual New Jerusalem.

22 But ye are come unto mount Sion (Zion), and unto the city of the living God, the heavenly Jerusalem, and to an innumerable company of angels, 23 To the general assembly and church of the firstborn (Jesus), which are written in heaven, and to God the Judge of all, and to the spirits of just men made perfect, 24 And to Jesus the mediator of the new covenant (NC), and to the blood of sprinkling, that speaketh better things than that of Abel.
 (Hebrews 12:22-24)

Zion is “the assembly and Church of the firstborn,” Jesus. Jesus was the first to rise from the dead. Jesus was and still is the Mediator of this better covenant between those who believe and His Father through His Blood. We were sprinkled with His Blood for the sanctification of our spirit (1 Pet. 1:2) on the day of our salvation. Spiritual Zion is the Church. Natural Zion is the historic location upon which king David ruled and pitched the original TOD.


The (III.) third and final foundational revelation that we need to acknowledge is that David pitched two tabernacles (or tents) on mount Zion. 

3 O send out thy light (like the pillar of fire and cloud that led Israel to the Promised Land)
 and thy truth: let them lead me; let them bring me unto thy holy hill, and to thy tabernacles. (Psalms 43:3 by David)

1 How amiable are thy tabernacles, O LORD of hosts! (Psalms 84:1 by David)

These two Psalms are intertwined with each other and Psalm 42. Some Bible versions entitle Psalm 42 as written for the “sons of Korah” during Judah’s captivity in Babylon. That would mean these two habitations of God were the historic TOD and the Temple of Solomon. But they were not both on a hill. They were on two distinctly different hills: mount Zion and mount Moriah. Many renown scholars believe David is the author of Psalms 42, 43 and 84. “Spurgeon says that it exhales of ‘a Davidic perfume.’. . . Luther also speaks of David as the author of this psalm” (Ps. 42 with 43 added on) “and the Syriac version of the Psalms ascribes it to (David).”
 Both verses (Ps. 43:3 and Ps. 84:1) refer to multiple tabernacles or tents and Psalm 43:3 adds both on one and the same hill. That would be mount Zion in David’s day. They were “amiable” meaning favored by God because He chose them and their site. 

68 But he (God) chose the tribe of Judah, the mount Zion which he loved. (Psalm 78:68 by Asaph commissioned by David to head the TOD ministry)

God chose David of the tribe of Judah and this mount within Judah’s territory. David pitched two tents on this one hill. These two tabernacles represented David as a type of Christ or Messiah—Who is now King of kings and High Priest after the order of Melchisedek (Ps. 110:1-4, Heb. 6:20).
 One tent or tabernacle was set up for David’s throne as king of Israel from which he ruled until his palace or “house of cedars” was finally constructed (1 Chron. 17:1). The Ark was placed in the other tent for this priestly ministry and “remained under curtains” (1 Chron. 17:1). The Ark did not have a permanent house until Solomon’s reign.


David ruled over all Israel for 33 years from mount Zion, the city of David, after previously ruling seven and one-half years over Judah from Hebron. Jacob had prophesied that this would be the tribe from which “the scepter shall not depart” (Gen. 49:10). So, it was and is and will be. That was not all! Though David was not a Levite, he was also chosen by God as the designer of this Levitical ministry. He even danced before the Ark in a linen ephod (2 Sam. 6:14), “a distinctive part of the dress of the Levitical priesthood” (2 Sam. 6:17) the day he brought it to the tent he pitched for it on Zion. David was allowed privileges rarely given non-Levites. Why? Again, David was a preview of the NC believer. His descendant, King Uzziah, once went into the holy of the Temple and left with leprosy. But David frequented the Presence of God without personal harm as did Moses and the Levites of the TOD. Before Solomon was born, David’s first son with Bathsheba died due to his sin. David had fasted and prayed until the baby died. “Then David arose from the earth, and washed, and anointed himself, and changed his apparel, and came into the house of the LORD, and worshipped” (2 Sam. 12:20).  This house was the TOD, not the Temple. In bad days and good days, it was his favored place to go and be with God.

4 One thing have I desired of the LORD, that will I seek after; that I may dwell in the house (family) of the LORD all the days of my (natural) life, to behold the beauty (glory) of the LORD, and to enquire in his temple (the tabernacle of worship).
 (Psalm 27:4 by David)

The Classic Amplified Version expresses the “dwelling in the house of the LORD” as “in His Presence.” David “beheld” (chazah) God. “To behold” means “to delight in the sight of divine Presence” or receive “oracular revelations.”
 The “beauty of the LORD” which David beheld is specifically defined as His Shekinah or the “glory of Jehovah.”
 David frequented God’s Manifest Presence as did Moses and all the Levites who ministered in the TOD. They were a preview of the Church summoned to come boldly before the throne of God (Heb. 10:19). 

The TOD was an expressing preview our magnificent, privileged and sacred ministry unto God. Like David, “Jesus has made us kings and priests unto God our Father” (Rev. 1:6). We are “a chosen generation, a royal priesthood, a holy nation, a peculiar people to show forth the praises of God” (1 Peter 2:5, 9). We were recreated in God’s image to rule as kings and minister before Him as His priests. In this study, we will focus on this priestly ministry unto God which was foreseen by Moses, fully established by David, and divinely intended for us. It must be recognized and rebuilt by the last generation though it will not be perfected until the Millennial reign of Christ. But first, we must return to the days of Moses for more insightful information of its historic significance and emergence from OC ministry.
